Part (1): Terms and Conditions

1. Only those firms are eligible to quote rates, who have their head office/branch office and/or technical support/maintenance facilities at Rawalpindi, Islamabad or Wah Cantt.

2. The firms/suppliers blacklisted by any Government Department are not eligible to bid.

3. The bidders shall clearly quote/provide the proof of the following on their printed letterheads:

a. Registration for GST

b. National Tax Number

c. Authority of dealership/distributorship where applicable

d. Import License, where applicable

e. Certificate showing that the firm has not be blacklisted or debarred by any Government Department

4. The specifications of the equipment to be supplied are attached.

5. The offered stores must be brand new and free from any manufacturing defect.

6. The prices should be quoted item-wise in Pakistani Rupees. No hidden costs should be there. The rates shall be valid for at least six months from the opening of tenders. 

7. The tenders must be accompanied with Earnest money equal to/not less than 2% of the total quoted price in shape of a bank draft, pay order, call deposit receipt, in favor of the Treasurer, University of Engineering and Technology, Taxila. Cheques/Cash are not acceptable.

8. The sealed tenders, complete in all respects, must reach the undersigned at the latest by closing hours on the last date notified in the advertisement. Late receipts shall not be entertained, whatsoever the reason may be.

9. The tenders shall be opened in the office of the undersigned at the notified date and time. The bidders or their representatives can be present if they so desire.

10. Only those tenders will be entertained which are absolutely clear/unambiguous and legible. Any unavoidable cutting/overwriting must be signed and initialed.

11. The University reserves the rights to inspect the working facilities and equipment of the supplier at any stage.

12. The winning bidder shall have to sign a prescribed agreement on the stamp paper of prescribed value.

13. The equipment (along with literature, brochures, software, tools and accessories) shall be supplied within 90 days of issuance of the supply orders.

14. The supplier shall be responsible for maintenance of the equipment during the warranty period (at least one year) to the satisfaction of the University.

15. The supplier shall be responsible for free demonstration, if so required by the University.

16. A penalty of 0.5% of the total cost or order can be imposed per day for delay on the part of the bidder.

17. Taxes applicable as per Government rules shall be deducted from the Bill.

18. Payment will be as per under rule:

18.1
The 60% payment on the receipt of equipments.

18.2
The 30% payment after the completion of installation, commissioning and training.

18.3
The amount equal to 10% of the total bill will be retained by the University as a security for a period not less than six months.
19. The CPC shall have the powers to reject, in part or as a whole, any one or all the quotations without assigning any reason thereof.

20. Supplier will also responsible for installation / commissioning and triaging of the equipment if so disc red.
